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PREFACE

This volume is the ninth in the series of the printed
records of Births, Deaths and Marriages in Woburn, and
completes the publication of these records from the settle-
ment of the town to December 31, 1900.

In addition to the marriages to be found on our city
records, I have inserted in the text such additional mar-
riages as were published in the loca] newspapers during the
decade covered by this volume: and in the Appendix I have
given marriages published in the local NCWSPADErS previous
to 1891, and not found on the city records, and not hereto-
fore printed.

The abbreviations 2nd, 3rd, etc., in the text mean that
it is the individual's second, third, or other marriage.

Later on, it is my intention to publish privately the
Marriage Intentions from the earliest date down to and
including the year 1890, omitting from this publication the
names of those parties whose marriage record has already
been printed.
